Reporting Statements:


If the sentence is in the present:


We change the tense to the past { do/does             did }


e.g. " The weather is hot".     He said ( that) the weather was hot.


       " I play tennis".              She said ( that) she played tennis.





If the sentence is in the past:


We change the tense to the past perfect  {  did             had + V3 (done) }.


e.g. " I liked mango ".               She said ( that) she had liked mango.





If the sentence is in the present perfect:


We change the tense to the past perfect  { have/ has             had + V3 (done) }


e.g. " I have written my H.W. "       She said (that) she had written her H.W.





Reporting Questions:


There are tow kinds of questions:





The ( Wh ) questions such as : { what, when, where, why, who, how,….,etc….}


e.g. What is your name?                   She asked me what my name was.





The Tag questions such as { Is he, were they, Have you, Do we, Does he, Will he }


e.g. Does she live here?           He asked me if she lived here.


       Are they doctors?             He asked if they were doctors.

 Did      V+ed ( cleand, drove ), Other helping verbs ( the same ).

       Where will she travel? Do you know?       Do you know where she will travel?
